Test and Teach™ Preschool

A short-term parent/child program (4-10 sessions) in which our specialists provide the parent/caregiver with strategies, tools and methods to encourage a child’s development of language, speech, attention and social skills.
Test and Teach™ Student

A short-term program designed to teach the student and parent.  An evaluation is followed by 4, 6, or 10 individualized instructional sessions designed to target 1-2 specific, critical skill(s) in areas such as: reading, spelling, writing, study skills, memory, attention, focus and organization.

High School - College
This program is tailor-made for the high school, undergraduate and graduate school student. It is designed to develop time management and organizational skills, writing and research skills, presentation skills, and overall study skills.  The participant learns how to unlock his/her potential through the use of proven strategies designed specifically for his/her learning style and preferences.

Our tutoring philosophy is to approach academic subjects from a cognitive-linguistic perspective.
